The Damien Center RRH project will serve LGBTQ+ young adults and parenting
youth, a population that is severely underserved in our community. Information
related to homeless LGBTQ young adults is limited, but national studies tell us
that LGBTQ Youth are 120% more likely to experience homelessness than non-
LGBTQ-youth, and that while 7% of youth in the United States are LGBTQ, 40%
of youth experiencing homelessness are LGBTQ (TrueColorsUnited.org).
Damien Center’s Housing Assistance Program (HAP) has a long-standing
relationship with CoC and administers numerous CoC projects, including Rapid
Rehousing and Permanent Supportive Housing. Staff participate on workgroups
and are CoC Lead Navigators. The YHP Team Lead will take part in COC'’s
Youth/Young Adult workgroups and is dedicated to implementing a youth
component in CES. The proposed project will rely on a large number of
partnerships for referrals, outreach, and supportive services. A full list is
available upon request, but is too numerous to include in this answer. Our
primary partner is Indiana Youth Group, which will provide a link to LGBTQ+
youth and has a strong presence in the LGBTQ+ youth community. Eligibility:
Homeless LGBTQ young adults (18-24) and parenting youth 18-24, including
youth at risk for HIV. YHP will serve 30 young adults for 18-24 months each
(with options for 36-month waiver extension) through a scattered site model.
Participants will be provided bus passes, or for those that do not have the
capacity to use public transportation for safety or capacity reasons, Linkage to
Care personal transportation will be provided. Multiple additional linkages are
provided, including enrollment in health insurance, nutrition assistance,
employment, and education, to name a few. HAP partners with low barrier,
high-support leasing agencies through longtime partnerships. Supportive
services, peer support, and case managers increase young adults’ likelihood of
remaining in permanent housing

1a. Specify how this project will incorporate the principles of Positive Youth
Development?
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Damien Center has worked with youth led focus groups to determine what the
organization can do to create a safe and inclusive environment. Through this
work we have created youth only hours and new inclusive marketing materials
to ensure all that we are serving are represented. Young adults are engaged at
every stage of housing planning and goal setting, to ensure that they see
themselves as active participants in their future.

Youth Positive Action is a six-month cohort for 16-24 that engages young
people through arts and civic engagement to raise awareness surrounding HIV.
Young people are given leadership opportunities to lead the follow cohort in a
paid position. The opportunity to participate in this program is offered to all
YHDP participants.

Damien Center offers in house education and employment service. These
services include hiring fairs, HSE classes, resume writing workshops, visits from
local universities and trade programs. Participants are given the opportunity to
work one on one with our employment specialist.

1b. Specify how this project will incorporate the principles of Trauma Informed
Care?

All YHDP staff undergo ongoing Trauma Informed Care training. The staff are
trained to recognize signs and symptoms of trauma and to understand its
prevalence and impact on the populations we serve.

Policies and procedures, intake documents, participant reviews, and
organizational practices are designed to avoid practices and procedures that
may re-traumatize clients. The organization recognizes the intersectionality of
our clients’ identities and how these play into systemic and institutional trauma.
Damien Center aims to create safe and affirming spaces that avoid
marginalization and re-traumatization.

1¢. How does this project help the community meet the shared vision, goals and
objectives of the coordinated community plan?

The Indianapolis Continuum of Care’s Coordinated Community Plan to end
homelessness specifically calls out ways to reduce homelessness among youth
and young adults. By funding projects that are specifically for youth and young
adults, the Indianapolis Continuum of Care becomes that much closer of
reaching the goal of ending homelessness in Indianapolis.

Damien Center works to permanently house youth and young adult clients in
our system. Once housed, Damien Center provide specialized care and
services in order to help stabilize clients, work toward self-sufficiency, and one
day exit programs into permanent housing.

Based on the Indianapolis Continuum of Care 2023 Point in Time Count, 52% of
clients in our system identify as Black or African American. Compared to the
general population where Black and African American individuals only make up
22% of the population, there is a growing disparity in the Indianapolis
Continuum of Care system.

This data is routinely updated on our System Performance Dashboard that
allows us to see data in real time. The racial composition of the persons served
in the YHDP Damien Center project will look the same as the population
represented on the point and time count. Our system goal, by 2025, is to create
a more equitable system and reduce black homelessness by 35%.

5b. Identify at least one barrier to persons or communities of color equitably
benefiting from your proposed grant activities.

While Damien Center YHDP project will try its best to eliminate barriers for
clients who come from communities of color, barriers will exist. The biggest
barriers will be in working with landlords to ensure that fair housing is being
followed and the second will be in the unintentional biases that may occur in
partners or employees of the organizations.

5c. Detail the steps you will take to prevent, reduce or eliminate these barriers.
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For the fair housing barrier, the first thing that Damien Center will do is educate
clients on their rights under fair housing and how to alert staff or the Fair
Housing Center of Central Indiana if there is an instance of a violation of fair
housing. The other step is to train staff to be on the lookout and work with
known landlords on how to follow fair housing laws.

For the second barrier of unintentional biases, training is going to be key. All
new staff members will take part in Racial Equity training with follow up trainings
happening yearly. Also, Damien Center will focus on growing its committee
made up of people with lived experience that can provide insight on not only
what it has meant to be homeless, but in other cases, what is has meant to be a
person of color and homeless. Feedback from this group will lead to systemic
changes in programmatic structure and execution of services.

5d. Describe the measures in place to track progress and evaluate the
effectiveness of efforts to advance racial equity through the grant activities.

The Indianapolis Continuum of Care has system performance dashboards that
are updated monthly to include performance data, racial equity data, and
LQBTQ+ data. As well, there is a dashboard dedicated to youth and young
adults in our system.

Once a month during youth and young adult case conferencing, the youth and
young adult providers will review data, learn from success, understand gaps,
and continue to push forward for racial equity in our system.

Currently, the YAB is compensated at a rate of $25 per hours for all eligible
YAB activities. These activities include attending the monthly YAB meeting,
which is accounts for 2 hours per month, quarterly convening meetings of the
CoC, and periodic trainings that are approved by the facilitator of the YAB.
Additionally, the Chair of the YAB attends the CoC Board (Blueprint Council)
meetings and is compensated at a rate of $25 per hour with an additional hour
that can be billed for meeting preparation (reading materials needed to ready
themselves for board meetings).

1¢. How will the applicant ensure that the YAB will be involved in the
implementation and evaluation of this project?

YAB members are updated to inform them of new YYA programming, project
priorities, and implementation. The YAB meets monthly and has a standing
agenda item related to YHDP-related topics. YHDP sub-recipients are
encouraged to prepare presentations when new policies are going to be
implemented in their projects and they are asking the YAB for their feedback.

Damien Center has representatives on the CoC Youth/Young Adult workgroup.
We partner with IYG, Trinity Haven, Eskenazi Transgender Clinic, and
GenderNexus to assist with youth housing needs. We co-chair a workgroup
involved in outreach to sexual assault and human trafficking survivors in Marion
County, which includes youth. Damien Center has extensive experience
performing the activities proposed in the application as well as numerous other
housing projects. Through a variety of grants we have offered RRH, TBRA,
short term assistance, supportive services, and PSH, amongst other services.
In recent years, Damien Center has greatly improved its overall adherence to
the Blueprint, PATA, and Data Monitoring Councils, and has improved its
ranking amongst CoC funded projects in Marion County. Damien Center has
robust grants and fundraising systems in place, and regularly identifies and
secures funds from a variety of sources. Housingspecific sources of funding
include both HOPWA and ESG funds, a large CoC(formerly Shelter Plus Care)
grant held since since 2012, and housingspecific funding through the Marion
County Public Health Department and Indiana State Department of Health. The
Housing Assistance Program (HAP) also receives private housing funds
through grant programs with MAC AIDS Fund, Health Foundation of Greater
Indianapolis, Glick Company, MIBOR Foundation, and many others.

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3B. Project Description

The Damien Center RRH project will serve LGBTQ+ young adults and parenting
youth, a population that is severely underserved in our community. Information
related to homeless LGBTQ young adults is limited, but national studies tell us
that LGBTQ Youth are 120% more likely to experience homelessness than non-
LGBTQ-youth, and that while 7% of youth in the United States are LGBTQ, 40%
of youth experiencing homelessness are LGBTQ (TrueColorsUnited.org).
Damien Center’s Housing Assistance Program (HAP) has a long-standing
relationship with CoC and administers numerous CoC projects, including Rapid
Rehousing and Permanent Supportive Housing. Staff participate on workgroups
and are CoC Lead Navigators. The YHP Team Lead will take part in COC'’s
Youth/Young Adult workgroups and is dedicated to implementing a youth
component in CES. The proposed project will rely on a large number of
partnerships for referrals, outreach, and supportive services. A full list is
available upon request, but is too numerous to include in this answer. Our
primary partner is Indiana Youth Group, which will provide a link to LGBTQ+
youth and has a strong presence in the LGBTQ+ youth community. Eligibility:
Homeless LGBTQ young adults (18-24) and parenting youth 18-24, including
youth at risk for HIV. YHP will serve 30 young adults for 18-24 months each
(with options for 36-month waiver extension) through a scattered site model.
Participants will be provided bus passes, or for those that do not have the
capacity to use public transportation for safety or capacity reasons, Linkage to
Care personal transportation will be provided. Multiple additional linkages are
provided, including enrollment in health insurance, nutrition assistance,
employment, and education, to name a few.

Supportive
services, peer support, and case managers increase young adults’ likelihood of

Young adults are engaged at
every stage of housing planning and goal setting, to ensure that they see
themselves as active participants in their future.

Youth Positive Action is a six-month cohort for 16-24 that engages young
people through arts and civic engagement to raise awareness surrounding HIV.
Young people are given leadership opportunities to lead the follow cohort in a

paid position. The opportunity to participate in this program is offered to all

YHDP participants.

Damien Center offers in house education and employment service. These
services include hiring fairs, HSE classes, resume writing workshops, visits from
local universities and trade programs.

YHDP holds a weekly case conferencing that carves out time to share
resources, staff participant concerns, and brainstorm challenging situations.
This space not only provides accountability between homeless providers, but
also multiple perspectives for creative problem solving and resource sharing.

Damien Center has in housing mental health providers, primary care doctors,
nutritional assistance, harm reduction supplies, gender affirming care, on-site
pharmacy, insurance enrollment specialists, family services, employment
services, peer supports, and access to transportation.

Damien Center currently has a mature program housing HIV+ adults and
families. The goal for housing placement for YA is to tailor the model towards
skill building, HIV prevention, and comprehensive care. YHP will provide shared
housing and intensive case management with innovative, youth-tailored
supportive services. The program model follows Housing First best practices to
ensure that once a young adult is prepared with the necessary skills to live
independently, they are supported to do so.

All eligible youth who are assessed for the YHP will complete a barrier
assessment that will inform goals and supportive services offered. Damien
Center’s existing network of community and internal referrals (including those
with IYG, Trinity Haven, CAFE, vy Tech, IUPUI LGBTQ Alliance, scholarship
prowders Families Flrst Church Within, Never Alone Project, ITVAP
ICESAHT, and Haven Yoga) will allow youth to be supported in health, HIV
prevention and/or services, employment, parenting, independent living skills,
financial literacy, and education. Referral relationships with most partners are
already well established and will continue to be the communication of unmet
needs for youth participants. New partnerships will be developed by the YHP
Team Lead. Internal Linkage to Care services and bus pass provision for all
youth will increase their ability to attend, explore, and engage with the
community and its natural supports offered.

Case conferencing is essential so that each YHDP organization understands
each other's programs in order to educate on various programs.

Organizations have the ability to walk through
services that they can provide. Clients then have the say as to whether they
want to match to that program or be placed in a different program. Clients
always have choices when it comes to programs and their overall needs.

1. Describe your organization’s (and subrecipient(s) if applicable)
experience in effectively utilizing federal funds and performing the
activities proposed in the application.

Damien Center has representatives on the CoC Youth/Young Adult workgroup.
We partner with IYG, Trinity Haven, Eskenazi Transgender Clinic, and
GenderNexus to assist with youth housing needs. We co-chair a workgroup
involved in outreach to sexual assault and human trafficking survivors in Marion
County, which includes youth.

Damien Center has extensive experience performing the activities proposed in
the application as well as numerous other housing projects. Through a variety of
grants we have offered RRH, TBRA, short term assistance, supportive services,
and PSH, amongst other services. In recent years, Damien Center has greatly
improved its overall adherence to the Blueprint, PATA, and Data Monitoring
Councils, and has improved its ranking amongst CoC funded projects in Marion
County.

Damien Center has robust grants and fundraising systems in place, and
regularly identifies and secures funds from a variety of sources. Housing-
specific sources of funding include both HOPWA and ESG funds, a large
CoC(formerly Shelter Plus Care) grant held since since 2012, and housing-
specific funding through the Marion County Public Health Department and
Indiana State Department of Health. The Housing Assistance Program (HAP)
also receives private housing funds through grant programs with MAC AIDS
Fund, Health Foundation of Greater Indianapolis, Glick Company, MIBOR

Since the project is not changing, save for the reapplication/application of
waivers/special activities, the project will meet the original goals of rapidly
housing youth to decrease time homeless, but to also build partnerships in the
community. The Damien Center has been a long-standing partner in the work to
end homelessness and has cultivated a network of partners to ensure that all
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range of services is catered to youth and young adult needs.
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3B. Project Description

1. Provide a description that addresses the entire scope of the proposed
project.

The Damien Center RRH project will serve LGBTQ+ young adults and
parenting youth, a population that is severely underserved in our community.
Information related to homeless LGBTQ young adults is limited, but national
studies tell us that LGBTQ Youth are 120% more likely to experience
homelessness than non-LGBTQ-youth, and that while 7% of youth in the United
States are LGBTQ, 40% of youth experiencing homelessness are LGBTQ
(TrueColorsUnited.org). Damien Center’'s Housing Assistance Program (HAP)
has a long-standing relationship with CoC and administers numerous CoC
projects, including Rapid Rehousing and Permanent Supportive Housing. Staff
participate on workgroups and are CoC Lead Navigators. The YHP Team Lead
will take part in COC’s Youth/Young Adult workgroups and is dedicated to
implementing a youth component in CES. The proposed project will rely on a
large number of partnerships for referrals, outreach, and supportive services. A
full list is available upon request, but is too numerous to include in this answer.
Our primary partner is Indiana Youth Group, which will provide a link to
LGBTQ+ youth and has a strong presence in the LGBTQ+ youth community.
Eligibility: Homeless LGBTQ young adults (18-24) and parenting youth 18-24,
including youth at risk for HIV. YHP will serve 30 young adults for 18-24 months
each (with options for 36-month waiver extension) through a scattered site
model. Participants will be provided bus passes, or for those that do not have
the capacity to use public transportation for safety or capacity reasons, Linkage
to Care personal transportation will be provided. Multiple additional linkages are
provided, including enroliment in health insurance, nutrition assistance,
employment, and education, to name a few. HAP partners with low barrier,
high-support leasing agencies through longtime partnerships. Supportive
services, peer support, and case managers increase young adults’ likelihood of
remaining in permanent housing

Damien Center currently has a mature program housing HIV+ adults and
families. The goal for housing placement for YA is to tailor the model towards
skill building, HIV prevention, and comprehensive care. YHP will provide shared
housing and intensive case management with innovative, youth-tailored
supportive services. The program model follows Housing First best practices to
ensure that once a young adult is prepared with the necessary skills to live
independently, they are supported to do so.

2. Describe the specific plan to coordinate and integrate with other
mainstream health, social services, and employment programs for which
program participants may be eligible.

All eligible youth who are assessed for the YHP will complete a barrier
assessment that will inform goals and supportive services offered. Damien
Center’s existing network of community and internal referrals (including those
with IYG, Trinity Haven, CAFE, Ivy Tech, IUPUI LGBTQ Alliance, scholarship
providers, Families First, Church Within, Never Alone Project, ITVAP,
ICESAHT, and Haven Yoga) will allow youth to be supported in health, HIV
prevention and/or services, employment, parenting, independent living skills,
financial literacy, and education. Referral relationships with most partners are
already well established and will continue to be the communication of unmet
needs for youth participants. New partnerships will be developed by the YHP

We partner with IYG, Trinity Haven, Eskenazi Transgender Clinic, and
GenderNexus to assist with youth housing needs. We co-chair a workgroup
involved in outreach to sexual assault and human trafficking survivors in Marion
County, which includes youth.

Damien Center has extensive experience performing the activities proposed in
the application as well as numerous other housing projects. Through a variety of
grants we have offered RRH, TBRA, short term assistance, supportive services,
and PSH, amongst other services. In recent years, Damien Center has greatly
improved its overall adherence to the Blueprint, PATA, and Data Monitoring
Councils, and has improved its ranking amongst CoC funded projects in Marion
County.

Damien Center has robust grants and fundraising systems in place, and
regularly identifies and secures funds from a variety of sources. Housing-
specific sources of funding include both HOPWA and ESG funds, a large CoC

The Youth Housing Project (YHP) will serve LGBTQ+ young adults and
parenting youth, a population that is severely underserved in our community.
Information related to homeless LGBTQ young adults is limited, but national
studies tell us that LGBTQ Youth are 120% more likely to experience
homelessness than non-LGBTQ-youth, and that while 7% of youth in the United
States are LGBTQ, 40% of youth experiencing homelessness are LGBTQ
(TrueColorsUnited.org).

Damien Center’s Housing Assistance Program (HAP) has a long-standing
relationship with CoC and administers numerous CoC projects, including Rapid
Rehousing and Permanent Supportive Housing. Staff participate on workgroups
and are CoC Lead Navigators. The YHP Team Lead will take part in COC’s
Youth/Young Adult workgroups and is dedicated to implementing a youth
component in CES.

The proposed project will rely on a large number of partnerships for referrals,
outreach, and supportive services. A full list is available upon request, but is too
numerous to include in this answer. Our primary partner is Indiana Youth
Group, which will provide a link to LGBTQ+ youth and has a strong presence in
the LGBTQ+ youth community.

Eligibility: Homeless LGBTQ young adults (18-24) and parenting youth 18-24,
including youth at risk for HIV. YHP will serve 30 young adults for 18-24 months
each (with options for 36-month waiver extension) through a scattered site
model. Participants will be provided bus passes, or for those that do not have
the capacity to use public transportation for safety or capacity reasons, Linkage
to Care personal transportation will be provided. Multiple additional linkages are
provided, including enroliment in health insurance, nutrition assistance,
employment, and education, to name a few.

HAP partners with low barrier, high-support leasing agencies through longtime
partnerships. Supportive services, peer support, and case managers increase
young adults’ likelihood of remaining in permanent housing.

The program model follows Housing First best practices to
ensure that once a young adult is prepared with the necessary skills to live
independently, they are supported to do so.

Damien Center has representatives on the CoC Youth/Young Adult workgroup.
We partner with IYG, Trinity Haven, Eskenazi Transgender Clinic, and
GenderNexus to assist with youth housing needs. We co-chair a workgroup
involved in outreach to sexual assault and human trafficking survivors in Marion
County, which includes youth.

Damien Center has extensive experience performing the activities proposed in
the application as well as numerous other housing projects. Through a variety of
grants we have offered RRH, TBRA, short term assistance, supportive services,
and PSH, amongst other services. In recent years, Damien Center has greatly
improved its overall adherence to the Blueprint, PATA, and Data Monitoring
Councils, and has improved its ranking amongst CoC funded projects in Marion
County.

Damien Center has robust grants and fundraising systems in place, and
regularly identifies and secures funds from a variety of sources. Housing-
specific sources of funding include both HOPWA and ESG funds, a large CoC
(formerly Shelter Plus Care) grant held since since 2012, and housing-specific
funding through the Marion County Public Health Department and Indiana State
Department of Health. The Housing Assistance Program (HAP) also receives
private housing funds through grant programs with MAC AIDS Fund, Health
Foundation of Greater Indianapolis, Glick Company, MIBOR Foundation, and
many others.

The Youth Housing Project (YHP) will serve LGBTQ+ young adults and
parenting youth, a population that is severely underserved in our community.
Information related to homeless LGBTQ young adults is limited, but national
studies tell us that LGBTQ Youth are 120% more likely to experience
homelessness than non-LGBTQ-youth, and that while 7% of youth in the United
States are LGBTQ, 40% of youth experiencing homelessness are LGBTQ
(TrueColorsUnited.org).

Damien Center’s Housing Assistance Program (HAP) has a long-standing
relationship with CoC and administers numerous CoC projects, including Rapid
Rehousing and Permanent Supportive Housing. Staff participate on workgroups
and are CoC Lead Navigators. The YHP Team Lead will take part in COC’s
Youth/Young Adult workgroups and is dedicated to implementing a youth
component in CES.

The proposed project will rely on a large number of partnerships for referrals,
outreach, and supportive services. A full list is available upon request, but is too
numerous to include in this answer. Our primary partner is Indiana Youth
Group, which will provide a link to LGBTQ+ youth and has a strong presence in
the LGBTQ+ youth community.

Eligibility: Homeless LGBTQ young adults (18-24) and parenting youth 18-24,
including youth at risk for HIV. YHP will serve 30 young adults for 18-24 months
each (with options for 36-month waiver extension) through a scattered site
model.

Justification

The target populations for this project are young
people between the ages of 18 — 24 who are
experiencing (Category 1 & 4) homelessness with
the flexibility to serve young people at risk
(Category 2). The system design is focused on
diverting young people from the homeless
response system when there is a safe and
appropriate housing options. We recognize some
young people may exit a program but not
necessarily into stable housing and may need
ongoing intermittent assistance. Young people
face barriers to retaining housing, such as job
instability that require them to need ongoing
intermittent assistance. This will allow young
people to go off of rental assistance but continue
to receive case management and support, while
also leaving the option open to come back into
rental assistance (until they receive a maximum
of 24 months of non-consecutive) if needed.

Justification

RRH is rental assistance is prioritized through CES
to those with the highest needs. High complex
service needs scores indicate harder to house
populations who may take more time to stabilize
and move towards independence. Also, many
young people experiencing homelessness have
not yet had the opportunity to develop life skills




or job experience and therefore sometimes take
longer to be able to live independently in their
own housing. There are not a lot of move-on
options in the community for all populations. In
addition, when looking at move out it is typically
at 50% of income instead of 30%.

We recognize this is not about creating shelter
through motels/hotels but having the ability
within our diversion and host homes model to
access if there is an immediate need to move a
young person into safe environments while
waiting for housing.

During this season of COVID-19, young people are
under employed. Even with rental assistance, a
young person may not be able to maintain their
utility bills and need assistance. Organizations
make every attempt to locate housing options
with utilities included as part of the monthly rent,
however, this is not always possible.

Eligible costs currently include “the costs of
program participants’ travel on public

care, employment, childcare and other services
eligible under this section” and “if public
transportation options are not sufficient with the
area, the recipient may make a one-time
payment on behalf on the program participant
needing care repairs or maintenance required to
operate a personal vehicle”. This indicates HUD
acknowledges person transportation may be
needed in some cases. Young people have
indicated transportation is a large barrier to
success and informed public transportation does
not feel safe and can be triggering. It is more cost
effective to sometimes support young people
transporting themselves rather than covering
lease of an organization car, gas, staff to
transport, etc.

Proposed Innovative Activity for YHDP projects

Type Rental Assistance

Category Eligibility for Assistance

Request Waive the requirement to reassess a project participant’s
continued eligibility for assistance annually because young
people (age 18-24) may exit a program but not necessarily
into stable housing and may need ongoing but
intermittent assistance.

Citation 24 CFR 578.37(a)(1)(ii)(E)

Justification Young people face barriers to retain housing, such as job

instability, that could require ongoing but intermittent
assistance. This alternative requirement would allow a
young person to go off of rental assistance but continue to
receive case management and other supports but leave
the opportunity for additional rental assistance (until the
project participant receives the maximum of 24 months of
non-consecutive) if needed due to barriers.

With this alternative requirement, our community would
achieve positive outcomes for stable housing and social
emotional well being as it would help alleviate the stress
of losing housing due to circumstances that could be out
of control, such as job loss due to a pandemic.

Obtaining and maintaining renter insurance is a good
practice and often a requirement of the lease. Providers
also find many properties charge a monthly pest control
fee for routine application. While this is a great benefit for
tenants, it does add an extra financial responsibility to
young people. Many young people own pets and
organizations make every attempt to secure emotional
service animal status, however, this is not always possible.




This alternative requirement indicates HUD acknowledges
in some instances there are additional fees that are
necessary and benefit the young person.

This alternative requirement would improve housing
stability for young people, as well as the social emotional
well-being of those who select to have a pet.

Justification While we anticipated that family conflict mediation would

be a primary strategy utilized by our diversion team, we
did not anticipate the large portion of individuals for
whom permanent, independent rental housing would be
the primary diversion strategy. For 25 of the 62 individuals
enrolled in Qutreach Inc. Diversion so far (40%), assistance
with rental deposits constitutes the primary need they
have to be successfully diverted. Short duration of
employment tenure leaves clients in a situation where
they haven’t had adequate time to save to be able to pay
for multiple application fees, rental deposit and first
month’s rent (especially when they were previously
staying in a hotel). Lack of credit history resulting in higher
deposits also creates a financial barrier to entering
independent rental housing. These clients’ employment is
sufficient to maintain housing, but the initial costs create a
significant barrier to housing stability. Even in situations
where clients are staying with family or friends, diversion
can assist the client in negotiating a timeline to stay that
relies on the client making progress toward independent
rental housing. Assisting clients on this path also supports
maintaining relationships with friends and family who are
permanent connections in the lives of clients. Being able
to assist with these financial barriers will also shorten the
length of time they spend as diversion clients and
therefore reduce the amount of staff time required.

Justification Of the 62 individuals enrolled by Outreach Inc. Diversion

since inception, 22 of them (35.5%) had a significant need
for assistance with hotel/motel payment. Four primary
situations have arisen that support the need for diversion
to be able to assist with hotel/motel costs:

e Seven of the 62 individuals enrolled (11.3%) were
staying in a hotel at the time of their referral to
diversion. Their diversion eligibility was based on
the fact that they were paying for their own hotel,
but were running out of funds and facing literal
homelessness within 14 days. An additional 15
individuals were identified through YouthLink
Coordinated Entry as staying in a hotel at time of
assessment, several of whom have been referred
to diversion but not yet enrolled. YYA who are
paying for their own hotels have a source of
income, but shifting from paying a daily or weekly
rate at a hotel to moving into independent rental
housing poses a large financial barrier that
requires assistance to overcome. Diversion’s
ability to do so not only supports an individual’s
housing stability, but significantly improves
emotional wellbeing in removing the stress, crisis,
and impermanence of long term hotel living.

e Seven of the 62 individuals enrolled (11.3%)
demonstrated a need for hotel funds to fill a gap
during the diversion process. The exact
circumstances vary, but include an individual
whose housing status was jeopardizing her
employment stability, an individual trying to
reconnect with family in another city and needed
a place to stay for a few days until they were able
to arrange transportation, and an individual who
had a gap of a few days between when they had
to leave where they were staying and when their
independent rental unit was ready for move in.
Each of these situations demonstrates how short-
term hotel assistance can support our YYA clients’
employment, permanent connections with
supportive family members, and housing stability.




e Five of the 62 individuals enrolled (8.0%) would
have significantly benefitted if diversion were able
to assist with hotel/motel stays because the living
arrangements or environment of the client
involved concerns around safety. In several
instances, the concern about safety is related to
the client’s LGBTQ+ identity. While mediation of
family conflict is a primary strategy for diversion,
when there are concerns with safety or abuse,
having the option to assist a client in leaving that
situation quickly is necessary. Often these clients
are already working toward permanent, stable,
independent housing and the option for a short-
term hotel while these goals are being pursued
would support client social and emotional
wellbeing and stable housing.

e Unfortunately, 3 of the 62 individuals enrolled
(4.8%) had unsuccessful diversions and entered
emergency shelter directly due to our lack of
ability to pay for a short-term hotel while working
on diversion goals.
